MR. J. M. CAMPBELL

IN the passing of Me. J. M. Campbell, the province has lost one \
| of its best known and most highly respected educational pioneers. |
For over thirty years he was engaged in the teaching service of |
British Columbia, his first |
school being at Cadboro
Bay, near Victoria, to which
city he moved in 1898, being
placed on the staff of the
North Ward School. in 1902
he was transferred to the
Boys' Central School, but in
1908 earned a well merited
promotion to the principal-
ship of North Ward School,
a post he held for twenty-
two years prior fo his refire-
ment from the active ranks
of the profession in 1930.

Thousands of students who
came under his care and
guidance found in him a
practical, kindly, and sr\ -

ey

pathetic friend in whom t
placed the utmost confi-
dence, and it is not surpris-
ing that his former students,
so many of whom have now
reached adult years and
. ; MR. J. M. CAMPBELL - occupy impertani and prom-
' inent positions in the public
\ and business life of the province, have always spoken of him with

affection and have delighted in honoring him on every possible
occasion. He was intensely human, and the problems of his fellow
l men were always of supreme interest o him. The common man,—
the working man,—were of special concern 1o him, and it was a
happy circumstance to him that so many of his pupils were drawn
from working class homes. It was with pardonable and commendaole
pride that he saw these pupils attain such high achievements and
distinctions in the educational world, purely on the basis of merit,
hard work and perseverance, as he had himself done in his owr youth.

Upon his retirement in 1930 he fulfilled a life-long ambition by a

—
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four months' tour of Europe, visiting family relatives in Scotland.
When he returned he threw himself info active parficipation in public
affairs. He was elected by a large vote to the School Board on his
first bid for public office and, after two years, was re-elected with
a handsome majority. His death leaves a vacancy on the present
School Board. As might be expected, he made a most excellent
trustee, and through his practical knowledge of school affairs, made
distinct contributions to the progress of public education.

To the Federation Mr. Campbell's loss is very great, particularly
to those charter members with whom he was associated in the early
days of the Federation's history. From the commencement he was
most enthusiastic in his support of the new organization, and gave
freoly of his time and energy in ensuring ifs successful progress. He
was for several years a member of the Executive.and at differing
times held the offices of Vice-President and Chairman of the Finance |
. Commitiee. A fact, known to few, indicates very concretely his
possession of one of the highest and rarest human qualities, namely,
personal self-sacrifice in the common interests of a cause. Following
his year as Vice-President he was the logical and desired choize for
clevation o the Presidency. When approached with regard to his
nomination, however, he declined what he acknowledged would be a |
much coveted honor on the grounds that owing fo the critical nature
of many important issues at that fime it would be in the interests of !
the teachers generally if a President were elected from the Lower |
Mainland, where so many of the teachers were engaged. At the
Annual Meeting he refused to have his name considered, but asked |
for the privilege of himself nominating & Vancouver teacher, who was
thereupon unanimously elected as President. i

The high esteem with which the Federation regarded Mr. Camp-
bell was fypified by his unanimous election as the third Life Member
of the Federation by the Annual Meeting held in Vancouver in 1926,

‘At the funeral service in Victoria the Rev. Dr. Sipprell concluded a j
remarkable tribute by the simple but eloquent words, "He was a good !
man,” and with this opinion all who knew him would sincerely agree.

Mr. Campbell's two sons occupy prominent positions in the educa-
tional service of the province, while two of his brothers, now retired,
were also teachers for many years in British Columbia. To these and | .-
other members of his family we tender our deepest sympathy. /o

Such events, owing to our earthly limitations, constitute one
it of life's mysteries and can only be reconciled by faith that in the
e infinite Wisdom of the Divine plan “all things work together
for good".

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'MR. J. R. MacKAY, PRESIDENT OF CANADIAN TEACHERS’
FEDERATION, MAKES IMPORTANT APPEAL

O the Provincial Organizations of teachers throughout the

Dominion of Canada, Greetings! Allow me first to express my
thanks and appreciation to yvour representatives and, through them,
to you, who have conferred upon me the very high honor of electing
me the President of the Canadian Teachers' Federation, Tt is not an
honor to be lightly given or lightly received, and 1 hope that T may
prove worthy of the confidence you have reposed in me.

In common with other similar organizations the Canadian
Teachers' Federation has found the going very difficult during the
past few years. No Conference was held from 1931 to 1934 and very
little work was undertaken. The Toronto Conference, just ended,
was faced with the task of initiating activities that would permit the
Dominion body to function more fully for the mutual benefit of its
members and in accordance with the ideals of its founders. This was
not an easy task. Three years of inactivity, at a time when the
various Provincial Organizations, which comprise the [Federation,
were struggling to maintain themselves, was not a record to inspire
confidence and it was felt by most of the delegates at Toronto that
if some active policy of useful work was not initiated at once, the
Canadian Teachers’ Federation of Provincial Organizatior s was
destined to an carly dissolution.

Definite {orward steps were taken as reports of the Conference
will show, and decisions were made that will have a far-reaching
effect on education in this Dominion. An Educational Rescarch and
Statistical Bureau was set up with its headquarters at Vancouver, n
charge of a committee representing the various provinces, under the
chairmanship of Mr. Harry Charlesworth. This bureau will compile
information relative to outstanding educational problems, and the
results of its work will be available on request to any of the affiiliated
organizations of the Canadian Teachers’ Federation. Committees

“under the direction of the Central Committee will be set up in all

provinces of Canada to investigate such problems as Tiducational
Costs, Teachers’ Salaries, School Administration, etc. This work
should prove of inestimable value to the various provincial organiza-
tions and to .the cpuse of education generally throughout the
Dominion.

Publicity designed to bring home to the citizens of Canada the
tremendous value of education will be undertaken and efforts will be
made to combat the nation-wide anti-education campaign that has
heen going on. The importance of this cannot be over-stated.
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Canadians must be made to vealize that in the education of our youth
lies the only real hope for the future of our country and that no
educational system is too costly if it easures a safe and sanc develop-
ment of our resources, both haman and physical. If our system does
yo! ensure that, it is utterly worthless and should be discarded and
deplaced by one that does, it is folly to complain of the cost of
education when in education lies our only hope. Whao ever cousiders
the cost of the one remedy that will save his life?

A word to the individual member of our organization before |
cluse. The Canadian Teachers' Federation boasts some 20,000 mem-
hers, teaching in all grades and schools from Prince Ldward Island
to Vancouver Island: We are all alike in this that we desire the best
for the boys and girls committed to our charge. We do not always
recognize the bhest when we sce it, however., Teachers are prone to
hecome complacent and self-sufficient, not recognizing their own need
of fellowship or their own duty of extending fellowship towards
others, Fellow-teachers, we need one another to do our best work,
and vour teacher-organizations offer you the opportunity of both
giving and receiving fellowship! You cannot afford not to be a
member of your professional organization, and your organization
cannot do its best work if you do not belong to it. TFor the sake of
our pupils and of ourselves let us organize and give our hest to our
organizations.

A new fecling of optimism is abroad in our land as I write. Every-
where people are saving that the worst is past. The Canadian
Teachers’ Federation greets its members in that hope that the worst
is past and that better days are ahecad for our profession. We appeal
to the Provincial Organizations for co-operation in our efforts that
we imay make definite progress in professional development in the
years that lie ahead. We have far to go before our profession can
secure the recognition which is its right as the noblest of all pro-
fessions, but let us all work together that our next Conference may
see our goal appreciably nearer.

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The Fordson Junior High School
Course in Social Studies

(By ]. A CREIGHTON)

ROMINENTLY mentioned among the courses of study examined

in the recent National Survey of Secondary Education in the
United States is the course in social sludies in use in grades 7,8 and 9
of the Fordson schools, Dearoorn, Michigan. Because it was organ-
ized as recently as 1933, hecause it is a result of claboraie and
scientific curriculum reconstruction, and, more particularly, becatise
it is a product of the ultra-fusionist school of social scientists, this
course should be of interest to social studies teachers of British
Columbia.

Instead of consisting werely as an outline fur tzachiers, the course
is printed in detail in booklets to be used by the pupils.  There are
six of these booklets—one for cach cemester—znd each is entitied
“Soeial Science Directive Study Shects.” The booklets are bound in
soft covers, all different in color. They average about 75 pages of
the ordinary textbook size. Apparently they take the place of a
a regular textbook, in part at least, but an extensive list of other
books is required in the classroom and in the school library. As the
name indicates, they do not so much supply information as direct the
research of the pupils.

The whole three-year course is divided into seven sections:
Section I.  —Some Tools of the Social Studies.

Section 1I. —Man's Struggle for Knowledge of the World.
Section 111. —A Study of Our Growth and Resources.
Section 1V. —Other Countries as our Neighbors.

Section V. —Vocational Civies.

Section VI. —Qur Government and How It Grew.

Section VIT.—Community Civics.

The subject matter of the various sections is organized on the
unit hasis rather than in problems. Section I is the shortest. Tt has
only one unit and is covered in 20 days. This unit is divided as
follows:

Part 1.—The New Social Studies (one day). The first paragraph
in this part says:

“In many schools the work that you will have under the
heading of social science is still being taught as history.
geography and civics. The more progressive schools, however,
are doing away with this division into subjects and are teach-
ing what is known as social study, or social science. This work
combines what used to be taught as history, geography
and civics.”

In this part the pupil is directed in the use of textbooks and

Seetion 11 corresponds pretty closely with problem [ of our
Grade VII Junior High School Course in social studies. Desides
dealing with the Age of Discovery, however, it devotes 4 days to a
study of the general features of North America.

Section 111 in its first two units covers much the same ground as
problems 2, 3 and 4 of our Grade VII course—Spanish-Fnglish
rivalry, early colonization of America, and French-Fnglish rivalry,
The end of unit 2 of section I11 marks the completion of the first
semester of 86 days. There are 5 other units in the section and they
take up the whole of the next semester. These deal with material on
the United States which parallels that in our problems on Canada
entitled How the West was explored and occupied: how Canada’s
transportation facilities were developed; how the vast prairies were
settled and organized into provinces of the Dominion: and how
Canada’s industries and trade have expanded.

Section 1V deals with the principal countries of the world, Seven
days are devoted to Canada. The whole section requires 131 days.

Section V consists of 36 days' work given over entirely to a study
of vocations.

Section VI takes up more than 132 semesters of Grade 9—143 days
in all. The section is devoted entirely to United States history.

. Section VII consists of 31 days’ work, at the end of Grade 9, on
community civics.

For the purpose of securing brevity and clearness in attempting to
classify the Fordson course it may be well to set down he types of
social studies courses of all kinds. They may be listed as follows:

1. “Independent-parallel” courses, with history, civics, geography,
cconomics, etc., organized as distinct subjects.

2. Courses having alternation of subjects—a term (or year) of
geography, followed by a term of history, followed hy econe-
mics, and so on, .

3. Fusion Courses (of two main types)—;

(a) A course having fusion of the units but not necessarily
fusion within the units.

(b) A course having complete fusion within the unit as well
as within the course.

It must be borne in mind also that the “out-and-out” fusionist
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insists on two principles bemg followed in the construction ol i
