The grant is intended to support the local’s creation of, and/or the continuation, of an Indigenous Mentorship Program within the local, with the intention of encouraging Indigenous teachers to connect, gather, gain support, cultivate community, heal, and create a sense of belonging within a culturally safe place to journey as Indigenous educators.
3.   Locals are encouraged to incorporate the Federation’s Aboriginal Lens, the Aboriginal Ways of Knowing and Being, Federation workshops, and the Local Education Enhancement Agreement (where applicable).
4.   Locals are encouraged to involve the following members throughout the initiative:
a.   the local contact for Aboriginal education
b.	Aboriginal teachers.
5.   Locals will be reimbursed for costs such as release time (e.g., meeting with the community and teachers), honorariums (e.g., Elders, Knowledge Keepers, speakers), food and non-alcoholic beverages, supplies, and venue rentals.
6.   Restrictions on claimable costs: 
a. locals may not claim for any portion of the ongoing cost of regularly released officers.
b. compensation for released officers and office support staff salaries.
c. costs related to regularly scheduled meetings and governance meetings.
d. cash or cash equivalents (e.g., gift cards) as compensation or gifts to members and participants of the program.
